6 NATIONS CADET TOURNAMENT



Regulations ( as agreed by the coaches meeting held in Kopenhagen, June 2000).

1.
Participating countries : Denmark, England, Germany, The Netherlands
France

2.
Each association of the participating countries shall send a team of,

4 or 5 cadet boys and 4 or 5 cadet girls.

3.
Each association will be responsible for its own hospitality costs.

4.
Team matches - composition of teams:


The players from each association shall be divided into two male teams 

(A and B team) and two female teams (A and B team) with each team 

playing concurrently against teams from other associations under 

Corbillion Cup System.

The division of players shall be as follows :

* Players No.1 shall be nominated before the start of the tournament 

              and will play single matches for the “A” team only.

* Players No.4 (or 5) shall be nominated before the start of the 

   tournament and will play single matches for the “B” team only.

* Players No 2 and No. 3 may alternate between teams “A” and “B”.

* Composition of doubles is unrestricted, except that it is not possible 

   for both players who played the first two singles in team “A” to play  

   doubles for team “B” in the same match. 

* If an association has a fifth player it shall be fixed before the start of 

   the tournament for which teams he or she will play singles matches.   

   He or she can play doubles matches for either team.

5.
Regulations for Team Competitions :


Each team shall play every other team in the Tournament under the 

rules of the ITTF for group competitions (3.7.5). Each team shall be 

divided into two teams each playing five matches under Corbillion Cup 

system. All possible matches shall be played (10 for the whole team). 

All matches shall consist of the best of five # games.

6.
Regulations for Singles Competitions:


The players shall be divided into 4 groups of 6 players each. Each of 

the 4 players of one association will be placed in separate groups. If 

there 5 players from an association, the No. 5 of this association shall 

be drawn into any group. This group(s) shall consist of 7 players. The 

players shall be seeded after the individual results of the team 

competition. The ranking will be made as follows :


* A won match in Team “A” ……. 2 Points


* A won match in the Team “B”….1 Point


* A lost match the team “A” ……..1 Point


* A lost match in the team “B” …..2 Points

The best players of the four best teams shall placed in separate 

groups. The players ranked No.1 and No. 2 of the same association 

shall be drawn in separate groups. The group matches will be held 

under  ITTF regulations. The best of 5 # games will be played. The first 

two players of any group shall continue the competition after being 

drawn into KO - system (ITTF Rules). The best two players of the first 

two teams shall be placed in separate halves.

7.
The order of the host countries will be (from 2000) Denmark, England, 

Sweden, France, Germany and the Netherlands.
